And he said to them, "Do not be amazed; you seskslef Nazareth, who was
crucified. He has risen, he is not here; see theepWhere they laid him. But
go, tell his disciples and Peter that he is goiefpie you to Galilee; there you
will see him, as he told you." And they went outldled from the tomb; for
trembling and astonishment had come upon them;tlagyg said nothing to
anyone, for they were afraid.
